General Description

The microscope must be fully self-contained with all necessary support systems such as vacuum systems,
cooling systems, high tension power supply system, computer hardware and software.

Optical and alignment parameters must be microprocessor controlled for all modes of operation/ subroutines.

The microscope should be controlled by a central microprocessor. Its operation must be by personal
computer with suitable software. The software should operate under Microsoft Windows latest version
operating system.

At 200kV, the lattice and point resolution of the TEM should be at least 0.15nm and 0.25nm or better,
respectively. The STEM-HAADF image resolution should be better than 0.20nm.

The magnification range of the TEM should be at least cover from 2000x to 1,200,000x or higher, while the
magnification range of the STEM should be at least cover from 1000x to 100,000,000x.
